e As acondition of entry, competitors will be required to work the match. Anyone not showing up for his
or her scheduled work time will be subject to DISQUALIFICATION for unsportsmanlike conduct. No
exceptions.

e Shooting starts at 7:30 a.m. sharp, competitors are to be at their designated stages no later than 7:15 am.

e Shooters arriving late for their appointed starting time may at the discretion of the range official receive a
zero for that stage.

e On targets that are covered by No-Shoots or hard cover, at least 50% of the “A” zone will be available.
